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A Season for 
Prayer and  
Renewal  
Recently, I started thinking about the phrase “spiritual 

renaissance.” One day, while driving across town, I 

had the feeling that I might be on that kind of journey 

myself. It felt good! I went back to my computer and 

Googled an on-line dictionary. The word 

“renaissance” seemed to be sticking with me. Why?! It 

is not a word that I use. Yet, I wanted one—a spiritual 

renaissance. When I drilled into the meaning of the 

word it became even richer and deeper than I first 

imagined. Renaissance is a renewal of life, vigor, 

interest, rebirth, 

and revival. 

That’s it! That is 

the yearning in 

me right now. It 

is a yearning for 

a Spirit-led 

renaissance. 

I know pastors, 

likely, are 

expected to 

sustain that 

orientation in life but, admittedly, at times the well is 

dry. What an epic feeling to feel like I am rising to 

attend to something core to my life. These soul things 

inform all other aspects of life. All of this is plucking 

around in me right about the time Lent is arriving on 

the horizon. The old “spring time for the soul” in the 

church year is right around the corner. I hope this is 

true for you and for me. New life for the soul!  

As I think about yearning for splashes of fresh water 

on my soul I remember a story by a pastor and writer 

named Walt Wangerin. He wrote a short story called 

“Ragman.” The first words of the story depict a Christ 

figure called the Ragman who walks the city streets 

crying out in a loud tenor voice, “Rags! New rags for 

old! I take your rags! Rags!” As he walks through the 

city he meets one person after another and his 

wholeness is exchanged for their burdens. Finally, in 

the last scene of this epic story the Ragman depicts the 

figure of the Risen Christ. The Risen Ragman all of a 

sudden sees a child who had been following closely 

and curiously behind him through the city, but had 

yet to experience the grace of the Ragman. The child 

had not yet stepped beyond curiosity. Yet, as the story 

culminates, the child stands before Jesus, crucified and 

risen, for the first time. The child is clothed in the 

presence of God and says of the Ragman, “He dressed 

me. My Lord, he put new rags on me, and I am a 

wonder beside him. The Ragman, the Ragman, the 

Christ.” 

May the days of February and March be a soulful time 

for you and for our community of faith—a real 

spiritual renaissance—a renewal of life, vigor, interest, 

rebirth, revival. New rags for old!

New Life Center update 
Thank you to all of the circles who have been furnishing needed items for the New Life Center (NLC) each month. 

Since our circle booklets were published, the NLC has changed some of its monthly requests. The following 

suggestions are: 

· February, cleaning supplies 

· March, pillows 

· April, no requests, as the Annual Prayer Breakfast will be held 

· May, coffee 

Although the circles donate items, we encourage others in the congregation to donate as well. The NLC box is 

with the mission containers at the back of the sanctuary. 

A 2011 update for the NLC was given at the January 20, 2012 New Life Auxiliary meeting. 

· 1204 separate individuals were housed in 2011 

· Lodgings - 35,591, an average of 98 men per night. (In 2008 the average was 76 men per night.) It was 

mentioned that many people are coming to North Dakota from all over the country seeking jobs. 

· 101,063 meals were prepared through the year, an average of 277 daily. Although the NLC houses only men, 

meals are open to anyone. 

· Items from the Thrift Store are given through referrals, which are often given at Our Savior’s. There were 958 

different family units given help through the Thrift Store this past year, an increase of 5% over 2010 and an 

increase of over 20% from two years ago. If you have items to donate to the Thrift Store, they can be taken   

directly to the facility at 1902 3rd Ave N, Fargo. The distribution site is on the east side of the building. 

· There were a total of 4090 individuals helped through the New Life Center in 2011.

Two weeks ago, I remember looking outside and thinking 

that winter was never going to happen in Moorhead. I could 

still see all the grass in the yard, there were kids riding bikes 

in the streets and rabbits eating from my dried up garden.

Today, as I look out my office window, I see nothing but 

white flakes. On the ground, in the air, on my car. It’s 

amazing to me how quickly the weather can change. I 

shouldn’t complain. Winter is half over, and we are just 

getting cold and snow now! It got me to thinking, however, 

about how quickly things change in our lives. Physical 

appearances are the most noticeable, but there are other 

changes too: emotional, spiritual and, perhaps the most 

critical, changes in ones’ thinking.  

But there is one thing that never changes:  Jesus. He is the 

same “yesterday, today and forever.” Thank goodness! What 

would life be like if He grew old and forgetful about 

fulfilling His promises to us? What if He became hard of 

hearing and couldn’t hear our prayers? If God changed as 

people do, we’d be in big trouble. But thankfully, God never 

changes. And because that’s true we can live in peace even 

though everything (and everyone) changes around us.
